
European Union vs. United States 
An EHS regulatory comparison  

Africa often invokes thoughts of spectacular 
landscapes, a diverse animal kingdom, and, 
most recently, the World Cup. Africa is also 
the continent where most of the world’s de-
veloping countries are located. With around 
50 per cent of the population of Sub-Sahara 
African countries living on less than US$1.25 
per day. Thus, one might think that adopting 
and enforcing EHS legislation is not a high 
priority for African legislative and enforce-
ment authorities. However, this perception 
misses the mark as many African countries 
have begun to develop, implement and en-
force a modern and comprehensive EHS 
legislative framework. 

Since the beginning of the 1990s, several 
African countries have begun to expand their 
legislative framework by addressing environ-
mental and occupational health and safety 
issues. Deregulation and privatisation, the 
shift to a market-based economy and grow-
ing efforts to enhance political stability fa-
voured the promotion and the development 
of the private sector, including foreign direct 
investments. By the end of the 1990s, most 
countries had made environmental impact 
assessment (EIA) mandatory for regulated 
business operations. Today, while these 
regulations are still being improved, their 
enforcement has gotten into its stride. African 
countries are endeavouring to achieve the 

UN Millennium Development Goals and to 
address global issues such as climate 
change, natural resource protection, produc-
tive employment and decent work for all. 

In response to these challenges, many Afri-
can countries have enacted new occupa-
tional health and safety laws. They are start-
ing to tackle the issue of clean energy pro-
duction and efficient energy use. New regula-
tory requirements have been adopted and 
enacted with regard to air and water pollu-
tion, waste and hazardous substances man-
agement. Most importantly, drastic judicial 
reforms are being undertaken to enforce 
these laws. Good governance programs are 
being established to fight corruption and im-
pose accountability and transparency on 
government and enforcing authorities. In 
African countries, EHS law is today an impor-
tant planning and decision-making factor that 
industry can no longer overlook. 

On pages 2-5 of this edition of the Flash, we 
explore actions taken by a number of African 
countries to develop, adopt, and enforce 
compliance with EHS laws and regulations.

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Kenya – Evolving energy policy 
With the adoption of the Energy Act, 2006, 
Kenya enacted a legal basis for sustainable 
short to long-term energy development. The 
Act requires a licence for the generation of 
energy as in most developed countries. When 
applying for a licence, the proponent of any 
energy generation project must demonstrate 
the project is environmentally sound. 

The National Environment Management Au-
thority looks more closely at industrial opera-
tions with a view to monitoring immediate and 
long-term effects on the environment. 

In 2007, Kenya also undertook a far-reaching 
review of its labour legislation, culminating in 
the entry into force of the Occupational Health 
and Safety Act, 2007 and the Labour Act, 
2007 in June 2008. 

Nigeria – Stepping-up enforcement 
Nigeria has a strong 18-year-long experience 
in the administration and enforcement of EIAs. 
Companies failing to meet the requirements of 
this environmental evaluation process face 
harsh penalties.  

In March 2010, a telecommunication base 
station was shut down due to its failure to ac-
quire an EIA Certificate before erecting a 
mast. 

Environmental policy initiatives are also being 
adopted voluntarily by the private sector. In 
June 2010, Nigerian professionals supported 
the Nairobi declaration on Green Building for 
Africa and committed to its goals. The Nairobi 
Declaration calls for a commitment to promote 
green building practices through the planning, 
design, construction and operation of build-
ings as well as through the use of appropriate 
building materials, technologies, services and 
processes that minimise carbon dioxide  emis-
sions in African countries. This support by 
Nigerian professionals, including representa-
tives from the Nigerian Society of Engineers 
and the Nigerian Institute of Architects, signi-
fies that green building practices may soon be 
regarded as good business practice and a 
marketing tool which should not be underesti-
mated. 

Namibia – Sizzling solar energy sector 
As of June 2007, hot water in all Government 
buildings in Namibia must be supplied by solar 
water heaters only. This initiative aims to 
show the Namibian Government’s leadership 
in turning buildings greener. This obligation 
might be extended to newly constructed build-
ings in the near future, since the revision of 
Namibia’s Strategy of Climate Change was 
announced to be finalised by the end of sum-
mer 2010. 

In addition, Namibia has been stepping up 
enforcement of EHS legislation. For example, 
in July 2007, a garment factory was closed 
down due to groundwater pollution. 

Ghana – Punishing non-compliance 
Ghana is strict about compliance with EHS 
legislation. Earlier in 2010, a mining company 
was a fined US$7 million for failing to prevent 
a cyanide spill in October 2009, as well as 
inappropriate investigation and reporting to 
regulatory bodies. The spill resulted in water 
contamination and fish mortality. 

Congo (DRC) – Environmental framework 
legislation on the horizon 

After several decades of political instability, 
the DRC has recently reached a bold mile-
stone in modernising its environmental law 
framework. In April 2010, the draft Environ-
mental Framework Act was passed by the 
National Assembly, having been prepared in 
1994. Once this Act is adopted, it would sig-
nificantly modify the Congolese environmental 
legal landscape and impact the way business 
is operated in Congo. 

Egypt –Occupational health and safety infra-
structure maturing 

As of February 2010, Decree No. 25 of 2010 
requires companies employing 50 or more 
employees to set up a functional agency and 
one or more committees specialised in occu-
pational health and safety. 

Since 23 April 2010, industrial facilities have 
been required to comply with OHAS 18001. 

Morocco – Expanding hazard reporting 
As of April 2010, Health and Safety Commit-
tees are required to report annually on occu-
pational hazards at the workplace. The report 
must be sent to the Labor inspectorate and to 
the occupational physician. 

EHS in Africa - An evolution  
Due to their competitive labor force and their 
invaluable mineral resources, African coun-
tries are attracting more and more foreign 
investment. In order to better sustain this 
growing economy, African countries are mov-
ing to improve their legislative frameworks and 
governance. The field of EHS legislation is 
being given particular attention. To remain in 
competition – and compliance - companies 
conducting or planning business in Africa 
have no choice but moving forward with this 
evolution.  Enhesa is constantly monitoring 
EHS regulatory developments in Africa and 
advising companies on how they can stay in 
compliance.

Effective enforcement is critical to promot-
ing compliance with EHS laws and regula-
tions and is a logical next step in a matur-
ing EHS regulatory system after having 
adopted a functional framework.  Several 
African countries have adopted EHS laws 
and regulations. However, there are con-
cerns whether these laws and regulations 
are effectively enforced. Despite these 
concerns, there is evidence that EHS au-
thorities in Africa are flexing their enforce-
ment muscles in response to consistent 
failures to comply with EHS laws and regu-
lations, the subsequent internal pressures 
from within the country, and potential re-
ductions of investments important for eco-
nomic development. In order to encourage 
effective compliance with EHS laws and 
regulations, Nigerian authorities have re-
cently shut down several facilities for fail-
ing to comply with EHS laws and regula-
tions. 

On 13 April 2010, it was reported that the 
Standards Organization of Nigeria (SON) 
had closed eight steel manufacturing com-
panies due to the production of substan-
dard steel products. Established under the 
Standards Organization Act of Nigeria, 
SON is responsible for verifying product 
certification for standards and control of 
quality of goods made in Nigeria.   SON 
had determined that eight steel manufac-
turing firms located in Ogun state and La-
gos needed to be shut down for their con-
sistent failure to meet the minimum specifi-
cation and requirements of the Nigerian 
Industrial Standards 117:2004. The facili-
ties had been producing steel rods and 
other products that failed yield strength, 
tensile strength and chemical properties.  
The eight steel manufacturing firms contin-
ued to produce these substandard steel 
products despite the efforts of SON to en-
courage, persuade, and collaborate to 
ensure the production of compliant prod-
ucts.  As a result of the failure of these 
efforts, SON believed that the most effec-
tive approach was to shut down the facili-
ties. 

On 17 March 2010, the National Environ-
mental Standards and Regulations En-
forcement Agency (NESREA) announced 
that it had shut down a telecommunication 
base station belonging to a telecommuni-
cations company, ETISALAT.  Decree 86 
of 1992 made environmental impact as-
sessments (EIAs) and a subsequent EIA 

Certificate mandatory for both public and 
private sector development projects. The 
minimum requirement of an EIA certificate 
includes a description of the activity, po-
tential affected environment, and practical 
alternatives; an assessment of likely or 
potential environmental impacts; and the 
identification and description of mitigation 
measures. Determining that the ETISALAT 
had not obtained an EIA Certificate before  
erecting a mast on the base station, NES-
REA shut down the base station. NESREA 
officials stated that, in addition to the fail-
ure to obtain an EIA Certificate, the facility 
posed a health risk for residents as it 
would expose them to radiation emitted by 
such masts which could lead to diseases 
such as cancer. There were also concerns 
that the mast, located close to a residential 
area, could fall posing a threat to the 
safety of the nearby population. NESREA 
has also instituted criminal proceedings 
against ETISALAT for disobeying the law.  
In addition to shutting down facilities failing 
to obtain an EIA Certificate, NESREA is 
also pursuing criminal actions against non-
compliant facilities, such as the base sta-
tion owned and operated by ETISALAT. 

As countries continue to develop their 
EHS regulatory frameworks, emphasis on 
enforcement is rarely far behind.  The 
aforementioned examples illustrate that 
there is an increased emphasis in Nigeria 
regarding EHS compliance, which is simi-
lar to developments in other African coun-
tries.  In response to consistent compli-
ance failures with applicable EHS laws 
and regulations, Nigerian authorities have 
demonstrated that shutting down a non-
compliant facility is a distinct possibility.   

The possibility of being shut down, even if 
temporarily, carries with it the potential for 
production losses and impact on corporate 
reputation, whether in the country itself or 
back in its home country.  As a result, un-
derstanding EHS laws and regulations to 
ensure compliance with local EHS laws 
and regulations is of the utmost impor-
tance for multinational corporations cur-
rently operating or considering locating 
facilities in African countries.

Toughening up: crack-down on facilities ignoring EH S requirements  
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South Africa  
Striving for a modern and effective environmental l egal framework  

Just over 15 years ago, South Africa was 
in the early stages of modernising its envi-
ronmental law framework. Today, environ-
mental legal requirements are well en-
shrined in South African legislation and 
have become an unavoidable issue that 
industry must address. Environmental pro-
tection is anchored in the Constitution un-
der Section 24, which explicitly affirms that 
every citizen is entitled to live in an envi-
ronment that is not detrimental to their 
health and well-being. Significant recent 
developments in the South African envi-
ronmental legal framework, such as the 
enactment of the Waste Act, 2008, the Air 
Quality Act, 2004 the Environmental Im-
pact Assessment Regulations, 2010 and 
developments in consumer protection and 
sustainability reporting, are taking these 
high-level commitments and turning them 
into concrete requirements impacting com-
panies in their day-to-day operations. 

New requirements on waste, air emis-
sions and EIA 
The majority of the Waste Act, 2008 came 
into force on 1 July 2009 and imposes 
concrete requirements for waste avoid-
ance, reduction, reuse, recycling, collec-
tion, transport and environmentally friendly 
treatment and disposal. This landmark act 
introduces a licensing system for waste 
management activities and introduces a 
general duty of care regarding the safe 
and environmentally sound disposal of 
waste.  

The Air Quality Act, 2004 entered into 
force on 1 April 2010 and introduces a 
modern air quality management legal 
framework, laying down ambient air quality 
standards across the country and air emis-
sion limits to achieve the standards. The 
Act imposes atmospheric emission li-
cences, measurement and reporting 
schemes on specified air polluting indus-
tries.  

The Environmental Impact Assessment 
Regulations, 2010 consolidate the lessons 
learned over ‘10 years of EIA in South 
Africa’. They streamline the EIA process 
by providing clarity regarding requirements 
and enable integration with other licensing 
processes, but most importantly make the 
EIA requirements far more concrete and 
binding.  

Product stewardship and consumer 
protection 
Expected to enter into force in October 
2010, the Consumer Protection Act, 2008 
will bring a significant change on the way 
business is conducted. The Act will require 

businesses to ensure environmental infor-
mation is provided to consumers, such as, 
energy consumption, hazards, content of 
any genetically modified organisms, spe-
cial handling or waste disposal restrictions. 
The Act will also impose liability on product 
suppliers for damage caused by defective 
goods.  

Taking enforcement seriously 
While the South African environmental law 
framework has improved in substance, 
enforcement has not been left behind. The 
National Environmental Laws Amendment 
Act, 2009, along with other recent 
changes, introduces harsher judicial and 
administrative penalties for environmental 
offences.  The powers of environmental 
management inspectors (known locally as 
the Green Scorpions) have also been ex-
tended, as they became recognised as 
peace officers under the Criminal Proce-
dure Act, 1997. No longer an uncoordi-
nated, understaffed outfit, the team tasked 
with enforcement of the country’s environ-
mental laws has been equipped and em-
powered to effectively tackle non-
compliance.  The results are seen in the 
numerous inspection blitzes being carried 
out at industrial premises, which are not 
only better planned and carried out but are 
now also being reported on to the public in 
the Department of Water and Environ-
mental Affair’s annual National Compli-
ance Enforcement reports.   

Reporting sustainability 
Just over 15 years ago, regulation of in-
dustry was restricted to economic and 
social policy issues. Today, corporations 
must defer to the core principles of sus-
tainable development, taking into account 
the full impact of their activities on the ma-
rine, coastal, terrestrial and air ecosys-
tems. From June 2010, companies listed 
on the Johannesburg Stock Exchange 
must include sustainability reporting as 
part of their annual reporting processes. In 
South Africa, sustainability reporting is no 
longer motivated by marketing alone, but 
is a legal imperative. 

The EHS framework being implemented 
and enforced today is almost unrecogniz-
able from 15 years ago, and is leading the 
continent’s move towards better and more 
effective regulations. The next 15 years 
are certain to bring further developments 
as the country, and the rest of the conti-
nent, continues moving forward.

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From 25 to 28 May 2010, Enhesa exhibited in 
one of the biggest environmental exhibitions in 
Japan, 2010 New-Env Expo, which attracted 
more than 170,000 visitors.  

On the second day of the expo, Enhesa’s 
country manager for Japan, Yuko Dvorak-
Miyata gave a seminar on the global trend of 
environmental regulations and their business 
impacts. The seminar focused on regulatory 
developments in chemical management and 
product stewardship in different regions around 
the world. The seminar included an overview of 
fast-paced regulatory developments requiring 
massive chemical testing, implementation of 
Globally Harmonized System of Classification 
and Labelling of Chemicals (GHS), and chemi-
cal restrictions in products. The seminar at-
tracted a  larger audience than could be ac-
commodated in the conference room, demon-
strated the interest of Japanese companies in 
EHS regulatory developments overseas.  

During the exhibition, Enhesa’s Chinese lead consultant, Ellen Zhang, provided a num-
ber of seminars for smaller groups on regulatory developments in mainland China and 
Taiwan at the Enhesa booth. Enhesa received positive feedback by visitors who appreci-
ated the opportunity to pose questions and receive consultations on regulatory dynamics 
around the world.

EMAS accreditation  
Enhesa helps the Spanish Diplomatic Mission in Brussels achieve EMAS accreditation 

On 17 May 2010, Enhesa attended the 
official ceremony of the EMAS accredita-
tion of the buildings of the Spanish Diplo-
matic Mission in Brussels, which includes 
several buildings, including those of the 
Permanent Representation of Spain to the 
European Union (REPER), the Represen-
tation Office to the Council of the Euro-
pean Union and General Consulate of 
Spain in Belgium.  

The Eco-Management and Audit Scheme 
(EMAS) is a voluntary system open to pub-
lic institutions as well as private compa-
n ies, accord ing to  Regulat ion 
EC/1221/2009.  Its aim is to promote con-
tinuous environmental performance im-
provements of activities by committing 
organizations to evaluate and improve 
their own environmental performance.    

The Spanish Diplomatic Mission is the first 
diplomatic mission in Brussels to obtain 
the EMAS certification and accreditation.  
The Spanish Minister, Mrs. Elena 
Espinosa, invited other Diplomatic Mis-
sions to take example and obtain the 
EMAS certification of their office buildings 
in order to raise environmental awareness 
among public institutions and achieve con-
tinuous and sound environmental manage-
ment of its buildings.   The three buildings 
of the Spanish Diplomatic Mission in Brus-
sels were included on 27 April 2010 in the 
public register of EMAS certified sites held 
by the Department of Environment of the 
Brussels Region (IBGE).  

Enhesa played a crucial role in the proc-
ess of obtaining the EMAS certification by 
ensuring the regulatory compliance of the 
three buildings which make-up the Span-
ish Diplomatic Mission offices in Brussels.  
The process for obtaining the EMAS certi-
fication was a lengthy one which started in 
October 2007.  It entailed detailed on-site 
audits which were carried out by Enhesa’s 
Director Thierry Dumortier and EHS Regu-
latory Consultant Paul Olagnier and 
Thierry Dumortier, who audited compli-
ance against the Brussels Region’s envi-
ronmental regulations. Enhesa’s EHS 
Regulatory Consultant Susana Planas 

audited the buildings according to the 
Spanish national environmental regula-
tions.   The audit of the three buildings of 
the Diplomatic Mission used Enhesa’s 
Belgian and Spanish regulatory score-
cards, which were custom-made for the 
audit.  The audit exercise was unique, as 
compliance with the environmental regula-
tions of the Brussels Region as well as the 
environmental regulations of Spain had to 
be considered, as the diplomatic status of 
the buildings means they must comply with 
both sets of regulations.   

Enhesa also liaised with the Department 
of Environment of the Brussels Region 
(IBGE) to obtain the relevant environ-
mental licence for one of the three build-
ings of the Spanish Diplomatic Mission.    

Among the most important improvements 
that have been made within the office 
buildings of the Spanish Diplomatic Mis-
sion are the reduction of electricity con-
sumption by 25 per cent per person be-
tween 2008 and 2009, the establishment 
of a waste recycling system for the recov-
ery of solid waste, such as paper, plastic 
and other waste, including waste oils, used 
fluorescents, batteries and electrical and 
electronic equipment.  Another important 
initiative is the implementation of a sus-
tainable mobility strategy for all employees 
of the Spanish Diplomatic Mission.   

The EMAS accreditation was received by 
the Minister for Environment, Marine and 
Rural Affairs of Spain, Mrs. Elena 
Espinosa in representation of the Spanish 
Government, in the presence of the Span-
ish Ambassador of the Permanent Repre-
sentation to the European Union, Mr. Car-
los Bastarreche Sagües, the Minister for 
Environment and Energy for the Brussels-
Capital Region, Mrs. Evelyne Huytebroeck 
and the Director General of DG Environ-
ment of the European Commission, Mr.

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In the United States, the states are chiefly 
charged with implementing EHS requirements 
that are established at the federal level. How-
ever, states often adopt more stringent re-
quirements within the framework of the na-
tional regulations or even additional, wholly 
unique programs for which there is no federal 
counterpart. As a result, if facilities are as-
sessing their compliance only against federal-
level laws and regulations they are leaving 
themselves open to significant liability for non-
compliance. Enhesa's US state audit proto-
cols provide the user with complete coverage 
of all relevant state and federal EHS require-
ments as well as providing clear guidance on 
which state-level requirements are the same 
as their federal equivalents and which ones 
have more stringent requirements. 

Below is a list of just a few of the important 
state-level requirements that Enhesa's team 
of US consultants have analyzed in recently 
released state audit protocols. 

Illinois 
Companies located in the Chicago area that 
operate a fleet of 10 or more vehicles may be 
subject to the Clean Fuel Fleet Program 
(CFFP), which requires them to register with 
the Illinois EPA and to include in their fleet a 
certain number of vehicles that are certified as 
meeting EPA fuel and emission standards for 
low-emission vehicles. 

Illinois' underground storage tank regulations 
do not contain the federal exemption for tanks 
used to store heating oil. 

Alabama 
 Besides having nonattainment New Source 
Review (NSR) and Prevention of Significant 
Deterioration (PSD) permit requirements, Ala-
bama requires any person constructing or 
modifying any air contaminant source to apply 
for a permit from the Alabama Department of 
Environmental Management. A list of source 
types or sizes that are exempted from permit-
ting is not provided. Rather, the Department 
determines, on a case-by-case basis, whether 
or not a source is exempted. 

Alabama requires several additional require-
ments for used oil generators. Used oil gen-
erators must ensure that used oil is only 
transported off-site by transporters who have 
obtained an Alabama Used Oil Transport Per-
mit as well as an U.S. EPA Identification 
Number. Furthermore, certain used oil gen-
erators are required to obtain an U.S. EPA 
Identification Number prior to generating used 
oil and annually submit a Notification of Regu-
lated Waste Activity and Certifications of 
Waste Management to the Alabama Depart-
ment of Environmental Management. 

 

New Jersey 
Facilities are required to maintain wastewater 
discharge measuring records for five years 
rather than three years, which is the federal 
requirement. 

Under the Toxic Catastrophe Act (TCPA), 
any facility handling, using, storing, manufac-
turing, or generating extraordinarily hazardous 
substances at or above established threshold 
quantities is required to perform an inherently 
safer technology (IST) review to identify alter-
natives to eliminate or reduce the risk of an 
extraordinarily hazardous substance release.  
After the IST review, a facility is required to 
implement actions to reduce the potential 
consequences and likelihood of a release to 
the facility’s surrounding community.  A facility 
is also required to submit IST review reports 
to the New Jersey Department of Environ-
ment Protection. 

 The New Jersey Release and Pollution Pre-
vention Reporting program (RPPR) is similar 
to the federal Toxics Release Inventory (TRI) 
requirements. However, the RPPR has a 
lower chemical substance handling threshold 
that triggers a facility to comply with reporting 
requirements.  The RPPR threshold for re-
porting is 10,000 pounds for reportable sub-
stances manufactured, processed, and other-
wise used during a reporting year, while the 
federal threshold is 10,000 pounds for sub-
stances otherwise used and 25,000 pounds 
for substances manufactured or processed. 

Connecticut 
Connecticut greenhouse gas emissions re-
porting requirements are more stringent than 
the recent federal rule. In Connecticut, all 
facilities that are regulated under Title V of the 
U.S. Clean Air Act and the Connecticut Global 
Warming Solutions Act must report their 
greenhouse gas emissions regardless of the 
amount of greenhouse gases actually emitted 
by the facility. 

As one of the states participating in the Re-
gional Greenhouse Gas Initiative (RGGI) cap-
and-trade program, there are restrictions 
placed on electricity generators in Connecticut 
with a nameplate capacity equal to or great 
than 25 MWe. CO2 emissions from power 
plants of greater than 25 MWe are capped for 
the period 2009 through the beginning of 
2015. Between 2015 and 2019, Connecticut 
will cut the allowable CO2 levels by 10 per-
cent below 2009 levels.

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As EHS regulatory activity continues to grow, 
enforcement continues around the world. Below 
are just a few of example of recent EHS en-
forcement actions. 

The Dutch  public prosecution has proposed a 
fine of EUR 2 million against the international oil 
trader Trafigura for the export of toxic waste to 
the Ivory Coast which led to the death of 16 
people and caused 10,000 people to became ill 
in Ivory Coast . Furthermore the public prosecu-
tor has requested a custodial sentence of 12 
months for an employee of Trafigura who did 
not mention anything about the dangerous na-
ture of the waste on the ship Probo Koalo.  

In May 2010, China’s  Ministry of Environ-
mental Protection (MEP) published a circular 
outlining the conclusions of a series of inspec-
tions the MEP recently conducted among the 
companies that went public in 2007 and 2008, 
but failed to pass the MEP's environmental in-
spection and promised to rectify their environ-
mental problems within the given time. The 
MEP inspected 58 public companies finding a 
total of 274 environmental issues and found 11 
companies had failed to correct their existing 
environmental problems on time. Some key 
environmental problems are included:  

· failing to conduct environmental impact as-
sessment;  

· failing to pay off pollutant discharge fees up 
to 135 million RMB;  

· failing to comply with related regulations to 

treat the company's hazardous waste and 
industrial solid waste. 

· failing to build a qualified hazardous waste 
storage place for 300 barrels of waste oil 
and wasted organic solvent;  

· failing to set up a water quality online moni-
toring installation.  

In the European Union , the Reach Enforce-
ment project found that 24 per cent of inspected 
companies are not in compliance with REACH 
and run the risk of losing market access. It also 
found that 15 per cent of safety data sheets 
(SDS) are not correct. The project verified that 
pre-registration obligations and specific require-
ments applicable to the SDS have been fulfilled. 
In the period from May to December 2009 al-
most 1,600 inspections were carried out in 23 
Member States, and Norway and Iceland. In 
total 878 manufacturers, 666 importers, 83 only 
representatives and 858 downstream users 
were inspected.  

An infringement of Article 5 of the REACH 
Regulation, the ‘no data, no market’ provision, 
was found in 2.6 per cent of the companies in-
spected. In 5.6 per cent of cases, the content of 
the pre-registration was incorrect. The required 
SDS were not available in 11 per cent of cases 
and 20 per cent of SDS did not comply with 
language and format requirements.
