
Any EHS manager knows the problem.  EHS 
regulations keep on changing - how to keep 
track of them?  How to understand what the 
legalese means? How to know which ones 
impact you and which ones don’t?  How to 
anticipate changes?  One can always try to 
monitor changes to regulations, but the volume 
and complexity  make it a daunting task.  An 
increasing number of companies and EHS 
managers rely on the Enhesa Monitoring Ser-
vice to help them achieve this task in the most 
efficient manner. 

In June 2009, Enhesa issued its 30,000th 
Monitoring Report on an EHS regulatory devel-
opment. Since we started our Monitoring Ser-
vice 15 years ago, we have seen major 
changes in the service but three elements re-
main constant: professionalism, reliability and 
quality.  A structured report with details in plain 
English, identifying changes, and taking you by 
the hand on what you need to do to respond to 
changes, are the basic elements of the ser-
vice. 

When we started this service in 1992, we first 
reported each quarter on European Union is-
sues only, then on some EU Member States 
as well. We became really international in 
1995 with the coverage of China and Brazil. In 

2000, we reported about 120 issues each 
quarter, for about 60 countries.  What always 
made the service stand out is its international 
coverage and the fact that the service is tai-
lored to the needs of each individual customer, 
its operations or products.  We now issue re-
ports on over 450 regulatory and policy devel-
opments a month, covering 120 countries and 
jurisdictions, some 3000 industrial facilities and 
thousands of different products. 

Detailed analysis 

Enhesa’s clients receive detailed analysis of 
regulatory developments. Reports are usually 
limited to 2 pages, but some issues, such as 
REACH or transport of dangerous goods, can 
require longer developments. All Monitoring 
Reports are quality controlled by other expert 
consultants. 

The systematic and in depth review of all 
these regulatory changes worldwide over the 
past decade has given Enhesa a unique posi-
tion as the experts on global EHS regulations.  
As the nature and perception of EHS problems 
keeps on changing, so do the regulatory con-
cepts and approaches.  No country can pre-
tend to have taken the lead on the issue; it is a

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On 20 January 2009, a hidden change in the 
EU Regulations was introduced.  It triggers 
thousands of cleaning products to become 
classified as dangerous chemical products and 
causes hundreds of industrial facilities in the 
EU to become major accident hazard facilities.  
As such nothing new, except that it was trig-
gered by hidden change in the text, and that 
the competent EU officials seem to attempt to 
hide their mistake. 

At stake is the Regulation EC/1272/2008 (the 
CLP Regulation), which implements the United 
Nations Globally Harmonised System for Clas-
sification and Labeling of Chemicals in the 
European Union and enters into force on 20 
January 2009. The CLP Regulation will over-
haul the present system of classification and 
labeling of substances in 2010. The new clas-

sification and labeling system for mixtures and 
preparations begins in 2015.  

While the major reforms do not begin until 
2010, immediate consequences for companies 
are already appearing. In order to provide op-
erators during the transition period with only 
one text to refer to for the harmonized classifi-
cation of chemical substances, recital 53 to the 
CLP Regulation states that “all existing harmo-
nised classifications should also be placed 
unchanged in an annex to this Regulation”. 
Despite the clear intention to transfer the har-
monized classifications unchanged, some 
changes were made in transferring Annex I of 
the Dangerous Substances Directive 67/548/
EEC to Annex VI Part III to the CLP Regula-

Most significantly, harmonized classifica-
tions no longer include the generic concen-
tration limits. Generic concentration limits 
(25%, 2.5% and 0.25%) were introduced by 
Directive 1999/45/EC to define the classifi-
cation of the preparation based on the 
quantity of the component substances and 
their environmental classification. Also, in 
the transfer to the CLP Regulation, the spe-
cific concentration limits that corresponded 
to the generic ones were cancelled. 

There has been little explanation of these 
changes. The changes, and their conse-
quences, are not mentioned in the Regula-
tion, the explanatory documents or the web-
sites of the European Commission. More-
over the changes are not mentioned in the 
interim report from the Technical Working 
Group on Seveso and GHS, which was 
established in order to review the potential 
impact of GHS classification rules in a 
Seveso context.  

Only the Q&A document issued by the 
European Chemicals Agency (ECHA) in 
May 2009 makes  mention of the change. 
The ECHA states that the primary idea be-
hind inclusion of the generic concentration 
limits in Annex I to Directive 67/548/EEC 
was to provide classifiers with an "all in 
one" table.  As the CLP Regulation contains 
the classifications (in Table 3.1 of Annex VI) 
in accordance with the CLP criteria which 

no longer provide for any generic concen-
tration limits, it was decided to delete them 
from Table 3.2 (classifications in accor-
dance with 67/548/EEC) as well, to avoid 
confusion and improve readability between 
the tables. Thus, according to ECHA, the 
elimination of generic concentration limits 
was only a cleaning up exercise and no 
consequence is mentioned.  

Despite the silence of the European Com-
mission on the omission of the generic con-
centration limits, the changes do have im-
portant consequences. The modification 
affects many substances, but it is not imme-
diately obvious how many nor which ones 
are affected.  In order to seek clarification, 
Enhesa experts called the competent EU 
official in charge of classification, but the 
surprising response was that the change 
was known to everyone and that one could 
contact the industry associations to figure it 
out.  We used to get this type of response 
several decades ago, when the government 
regarded regulations as top secret.  This 
attitude undermines the ideas of better 
regulation and open access to information – 
two concepts that the EU has attempted to 
defend. 

Taking the official on her word, we called 
her colleague next door in charge of major-
accident hazard facilities, and got the sur-
prising answer he was not aware of any 
change.

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An example of bad EU regulation 
A nasty surprise hidden in the new Classification and Labeling Regulation 

The EU adopts the Regulation, and the 
Member States have to enforce it.  So we 
called the competent enforcement agencies 
in a dozen member states and most of them 
were not aware of any change.  Only three 
Member States seem to have understood 
what has happened and have attempted to 
clarify the situation.  But surprise again, 
their analysis differs greatly – 222 chemi-
cals are affected according to the Italian 
Ministry of Health; 98 have been identified 
by the Hungarian authorities; while the 
French authorities have identified 86 af-
fected chemicals.  The Italian and French 
authorities have issued circulars on the 
issue to help clarify the situation. 

For most of these substances, the 
changes have no consequences. But about 
20 to 40 substances are affected in terms of 
classification of mixtures that contain them. 
Substances that are assigned the risk 
phrase R50 or R50/53 (very toxic to the 
aquatic environment) are, in the absence of 
a specific limit, subject to Directive 2006/8/
EC. According to this Directive, for these 
substances the specific limit to be adopted 
has to be identified in function of the effec-
tive value of CL50 or EC50. This way, the 
25% limit may remain the same, but it can 
also be divided by 10 or 100 and thus be-
come 2.5% or 0.25% through the identifica-
tion of an M-factor. An M-factor is a multi-
plying factor. The concept of M-factors has 
been established to give an increased 
weight to substances that are very toxic for 
the aquatic environment when classifying 
mixtures containing these substances. 

Particularly striking is the classification of 
Sodium hypochlorite, commonly used as 
bleach. The specific concentration limit has 
been deleted in the new CLP Regulation 
and replaced by a general provision with 
the M-factor. Where there is no harmonised 
M-factor listed in Annex VI to CLP for a 
specific substance, manufacturers, import-
ers and downstream users should set an M-
factor themselves when classifying sub-
stances for acute aquatic toxicity category 1 
or chronic aquatic toxicity category 1. Tests 
reveal an M-factor of 10 should be assigned 
to sodium hypochlorite which means that 
solutions of 2.5% active chlorine will need 
to be classified as "Dangerous to the Envi-
ronment” (N; R50). 

This means that there are immediate con-
sequences for some companies. From 20 
January 2009, when the CLP Regulation 
entered into force, mixtures containing sub-
stances for which the generic or specific 
concentration value was cancelled had to 
be reclassified and relabeled according to 

Annex VI Table 3.2 of the CLP Regulation. 
There is no grace or transition period in-
cluded in the CLP Regulation, probably 
because when this “clean-up” was carried 
out, these consequences were not foreseen 
and communicated to the enforcement 
agencies in the EU member states. Compa-
nies placing mixtures on the market that 
should be labeled differently, as a conse-
quence of the changed concentration limits,  
must immediately change the labels of all 
mixtures placed on the market.  Failure to 
do this exposes the company to substantial 
liability. 

In addition, the introduced change affects 
the classification of installations under Di-
rective 96/82/EC on the control of major-
accident hazards involving dangerous sub-
stances (the Seveso II Directive). Con-
cerned substances classified as dangerous 
for the environment and assigned R-phrase 
R50 (very toxic to aquatic organisms) con-
tained in certain concentrations in mixtures 
manufactured or used by companies could 
now, due to stricter concentration limits, be 
caught up by the Seveso II Directive.  A 
facility will fall under the Seveso II Directive 
if dangerous substances exceeding the 
thresholds as listed in Annex I Part 1 or 2 to 
Directive 96/82/EC are present on site. For 
substances classified as dangerous for the 
environment and assigned R-phrase R50 
(very toxic to aquatic organisms), the quali-
fying quantities to become a Seveso II site 
are 100 tons (for facilities subject to Article 
6 and 7 of Directive 96/82/EC) or 200 tons 
(for facilities falling under Article 9 of Direc-
tive 96/82/EC).   

Due to this accident in the transposition of 
the harmonized classification from Annex I 
of Directive 67/548/EEC, many industrial 
facilities are at risk of operating illegally 
without the proper permit.  Enhesa recom-
mends that facilities check their chemical 
inventory against Annex VI Part III of the 
CLP Regulation. If there are consequences 
in terms of the facility’s Seveso classifica-
tion, the facility should check the transition 
period granted by the transposition of the 
Seveso II Directive. Depending on the 
Member State concerned, this transition 
period will often be 6 months (20 July 2009) 
or 12 months (20 January 2010). 

Neither the intent of the regulators or the 
final outcome is the problem.  However, the 
lack of communication on the issue and the 
lack of transition periods are deplorable, 
and put both industrial operators and en-
forcement agencies in a difficult position.

Are administrative offices a higher risk than industrial operations? 
SHELL corporate office shut down 

Ensuring regulatory compliance is just as 
important for office buildings as it is for in-
dustrial operations. This was highlighted in 
May 2009 when it was revealed in the 
United Kingdom that SHELL International 
was fined £300,000 after two fires at the 
Shell Centre in central London at the end of 
2006. Subsequent inspections of the offices 
found that Shell was in breach of several 
legal fire safety requirements including 
blocked escape routes and fire exits, defec-
tive fire doors and excessive fire loading. In 
the aftermath of its inspections the London 
Fire Brigade found that non-compliance was 
so severe that the London Fire Brigade 
served a prohibition notice on Shell restrict-
ing the use of the Shell Tower and base-
ment levels until the issues were dealt with. 
When the case came to court, Shell pleaded 
guilty to three breaches of the Regulatory 
Reform (Fire Safety) Order 2005 and was 
fined and also ordered to pay £45,000 in 
costs. 

The costs to Shell would have obviously 
been a lot greater to Shell than the fine it-
self, as its offices were not able to be used.  

This is not an isolated incident. Enhesa’s 
consultants regularly come across situations 
where administrative offices are generally 
viewed as posing minor risks compared to 
major industrial plants. This may be true in 
terms of the greater potential harm that may 
occur from an incident involving chemicals 
or heavy machinery. However, due to the 
lower perceived risk, companies often do not 
have dedicated or professional EHS staff for 
their administrative offices. As a result, this 

can lead to a greater residual risk. As was 
highlighted in the Shell case, this can be an 
expensive oversight in corporate EHS man-
agement.  

Of the offices Enhesa has audited in nu-
merous countries during the period 2007-
2009, more than 50% had serious non com-
pliance findings. Amongst the most common 
failures are lack of appropriate building or 
operating permits, non-compliance with per-
mit conditions, inappropriate emergency 
routes, failure to comply with the require-
ments for air-conditioning in terms of com-
pulsory maintenance and logbooks (for 
ozone depleting substances and fluorinated 
greenhouse gases), inappropriate ventilation 
in garages, and heating installations that do 
not undergo the necessary periodic inspec-
tions or that fail to meet the emission restric-
tions or energy efficiency requirements. 

It is in response to these findings that  
Enhesa has for a number of years provided 
tools and services which allow companies to 
ensure that their international offices stay in 
compliance with their local legal require-
ments. We provide Country Profiles and 
Audit Protocols specifically tailored to offices 
and have provided these to numerous cli-
ents in the banking and insurance sector, as 
well as to other companies that have both 
offices and industrial production facilities. 
These services help companies stay on top 
of changing regulatory requirements, enable 
them to ascertain their compliance levels 
and implement measures to improve compli-
ance levels – thereby avoiding a similar fate 
to Shell in London.

Impacts of liberalization of the electricity market in  
environmental services in Latin America 

Security of electricity supply is becoming 
more and more important given the huge 
dependence of developed countries on en-
ergy consumption. Efforts had been made to 
ensure security of electricity supply at inter-
national, regional and national level. In an 
effort to secure electricity supply, enhance a 
free market, and reduce prices, govern-
ments have restructured the electricity mar-
kets. In the early 1990s, a liberalization 
trend reached the electricity sector and elec-
tricity markets started to reorganize the elec-
tricity system which brought as a conse-
quence huge implications for investments 
decisions.  

 

In some countries, the restructuring of the 
electric system has completely modified the 
industry, while in other countries it has just 
had minor repercussions. Restructuring can 
be carried out in basically three main areas: 
(i) the division of the four segments: genera-
tion, transmission, distribution and retail/
marketing; (ii) the degree of competition 
introduced into the marketplace of each 
segment; and (iii) the ownership of the in-
dustry, state-owned, private or mixed.  

 

Liberalization is pursued by governments 
to reduce the public sector financial burden, 
to benefit the consumers with lower electric-
ity prices, to improve the competitiveness of 
the economy and to move to a more global 
energy sector following the globalization of 
the world economy.  

Restructuring of the electric system has 
created interesting repercussions in the en-
vironmental sector since projects that before 
the liberalization were built and operated 
exclusively by governments are now being 
designed, developed, constructed or oper-
ated by private companies.  

 

Liberalization of electricity sector in Latin 
America has also forced the countries to 
adapt its environmental regulations in the 
sector to allow the environmental agencies 
to be more involved with private companies 
investing in the sector to assure environ-
mental compliance. A key task for govern-
ments is to ensure that policies and regula-
tions provide an adequate framework for 
investment; however such policies and regu-
lations must take into consideration not only 
the economic results but also the environ-
mental impacts. 

 

Depending from country to country, private 
companies have different standing and 
therefore differing approaches regarding 
environmental permitting. Argentina for in-
stance has one of the most competitive, 
deregulated power sectors in South America 
in which generation, transmission, and distri-
bution are open to the private sector.  

 

In some others like Mexico, in first instance 
generation is reserved to the federation.

state-owned company is not considered as 
public service, the Ministry of Energy grants 
permits for self-supply, cogeneration, inde-
pendent production, small production and 
exportation. In some other countries such as 
Peru, while the electricity sector is privatized 
and competition and efficiency is promoted, 
the Peruvian government still maintains an 
important position within the sector. 

 

Bureaucracy and lack of experience of 
environmental agencies play an important 
role. However, transparency and complexity 
of the permitting processes, which varies 
from country to country, are some of the 
most important problems in Latin America. 
Environmental and energy laws, orders, 
regulations, ordinances and standards have 
been steadily adapted to the new reality 
which has brought as a consequence more 
procedures for private investors. 

 

Obtaining a land use permit can really be 
burdensome in some countries. Guatemala, 
for instance, prohibits foreign investor land 
ownership, while others like Brazil require 
foreign investors to obtain governmental 
approval before acquiring title to rural land. 
In Mexico, the municipalities are empowered 
to decide on the granting of a land use per-
mit which sometimes turns into a tool for 
municipalities to oppose federal projects.  

 

Timing plays an important role as well, 
given that some of the permits must be re-
quested in an early stage of the project. 
Preparation and evaluation of an Environ-
mental Impact Assessment or a Risk Study 
for an energy facility, for instance, could 
take around a year to be granted and may 
oblige transnational companies to provide 

the agencies with detailed information on 
projects that are still in a planning stage. In 
more complex projects such as offshore 
facilities, sometimes the authorities simply 
do not have enough experience in granting 
of permits and therefore procedures my take 
even longer.
